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NO MORE FENCES: TREVOR’S PLAN FOR A SAFER, CLEANER 24th AND 16th MISSION BART PLAZAS

Ensuring safe transit for all San Franciscans is not only a matter of social and racial justice but also vital for
the survival of small businesses in the Mission district. San Franciscans who rely exclusively on public
transportation are often from marginalized communities and are already at a higher risk of violence. They
should not have to face additional danger while commuting to work or visiting their families like Maestra
Yolanda or BART workers themselves. | have heard loud and clear from longtime Mission residents and small

business owners that the situation at the BART plazas is unacceptable.

City Hall has resorted to a failed strategy of reactive and punitive measures such as fences and permits that
have done nothing to change the failing status quo. Hillary Ronen herself has called it ‘chaos’ and endorsed
two people who will continue the same failed policies. My vision is positive, proactive and focuses on
community building accompanied by accountability measures that are complemented by workforce
development initiatives.

NIGHT MARKETS Instead of ineffective punitive permits, we will promote night markets by
providing financial incentives to vendors to sell food, handmade crafts, and perform until 9pm. We
will collaborate with community organizations to ensure local vendors receive a guaranteed
minimum income, allowing them to keep the profits from their sales on top of that. Local churches
and houses of worship would be encouraged to participate as vendors so they can fundraise for
their congregations.

IMPROVED LIGHTING Fully illuminate the BART plazas at 16th and 24th Street intersections to
create a safer and more effectively fully-lit environment. The current dim lighting invites crime and
enablesiillicit activities to operate and proliferate unchecked.

24 HOUR PRESENCE Deploy BART/SFPD/AMBASSADORS around the clock at the 16th and 24th
Stations, with expanded BART camera coverage to fully monitor the plazas.

ENFORCEMENT Fentanyl dealers must be arrested.
PLAN FOR ILLEGAL STREET VENDING

lllegal street vending of stolen goods has significantly impacted the quality of life for residents in the Mission
district and deterred visitors from supporting our small businesses. The community is demanding consistent
and meaningful action to put an end to these activities while providing viable alternatives for those involved
to earn a constructive living.

CONFISCATIONS Individuals found selling commercial merchandise, such as toiletries, without
proof of purchase will have their items confiscated and donated to a navigation center or homeless
shelter. Confiscations must be immediate, consistent, and well documented.

ALTERNATIVES First-time offenders will immediately gain access to job training programs through
the Office of Economic and Workforce Development, enabling them to secure legal employment
that provides a living wage.

ENFORCEMENT Repeat offenders who refuse offers of job training and legal employment will face
escalated levels of enforcement, including fines, confiscation of goods, and possible charges if items
can be proven as stolen.

No deberian enfrentar peligros
adicionales mientras se desplazan al trabajo o visitan a sus familias.

El Ayuntamiento ha recurrido a una estrategia fallida de medidas reactivas y represivas, como cercos y
permisos, que no han mejorado la situacion actual. Mi visién es optimista, proactivay se centraenel
desarrollo comunitario, acompafado de medidas de responsabilidad y complementadas con iniciativas de
desarrollo laboral.

- MERCADOS NOCTURNOS En lugar de permisos represivos ineficaces, promoveremos mercados
nocturnos ofreciendo incentivos a los vendedores de alimentos, productos hechos a mano para que
realicen sus actividades hasta las 9 pm. Colaboraremos con organizaciones comunitarias para
garantizar que los vendedores locales reciban un ingreso garantizado, lo que les permitira conservar
las ganancias de sus ventas. Se alentaran a las iglesias locales y lugares de culto a participar como
recaudadores de fondos para sus congregaciones.

- MEJOR ILUMINACION Iluminaremos las plazas de BART en los cruces de las calles 16y 24 para
crear un entorno bien iluminado. La actual iluminacién tenue genera areas oscuras que facilitan
actividades ilicitas que pasan desapercibidas.

-> PRESENCIA LAS 24 HORAS Desplegamos personal de BART, policia de San Franciscoy
“embajadores” las 24 horas en las estaciones de las calles 16 y 24 con una cobertura amplia de
camaras de vigilancia.

-> CUMPLIMIENTO Los traficantes de fentanilo deben ser arrestados.

PLAN PARA LA VENTA CALLEJERA ILEGAL
La venta callejera ilegal de bienes robados ha afectado considerablemente la calidad de vida de los
residentes en el distrito de la Misién y ha disuadido a los visitantes a apoyar a nuestras pequefas empresas.
La comunidad exige una accién constante y significativa para poner fin a estas actividades, al mismo tiempo
que se ofrecen alternativas viables para que aquellos involucrados puedan ganarse la vida.

COMISOS A las personas que venden mercancia comercial, como articulos de tocador, sin prueba de
compra, se les confiscaron sus productos y se donaran a un centro de navegacién o refugio para personas sin
hogar.

ALTERNATIVA Los infractores por primera vez obtendran acceso inmediato a programas de capacitacion
laboral a través de la Oficina de Desarrollo Econdmico y Laboral, lo que les permitira obtener empleo legal
que proporciona un salario digno.

CUMPLIMIENTO Los infractores reincidentes que rechacen las ofertas de capacitacién laboral y empleo
legal enfrentaran niveles de cumplimiento mas graves que incluirdn multas, confiscacién de bienes y posibles
cargos si se puede demostrar que los objetos son robados.
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
